The struggles created by
budget cuts can be helped with the Beacon
Project. The Beacon Project originally began
as a mentoring program for elementary school
students. Over the years, lodges have given
their volunteer hours on other efforts such as putting in playground
equipment and doing school building maintenance work or helping
out at school functions.

To get started in the Beacon Project your lodge first must simply
decide to help. You then choose a lodge coordinator who will not
only oversee the efforts of the lodge workers but will be the liaison
to the local school and the community at large. The Grand Lodge
has all of the support tools you will need to get going.
